Since 

A is married and is a subject teacher, the remaining B, 

D and F would be class teachers. (Clue iv) says 

unmarried teachers can only be PTA member whereas 

(clue vii) says they are subject teachers, So they are 

bound to be C and E. (clue vi) says no married female 

teacher has done UGC. Two male teachers have done 

it one is married Mr A and one is unmarried, Mr E. Mr 

D hasn't done it, so C and G must have done it because 

there are four teachers who have done it (2-Chem, 1-

Math, 1-Zoology). So the subject left is Physics. So 

obviously D and F teach Physics. Since PTA members 

teach same subject (clue viii), C and E teach Chem, 

leaving G to teach Maths.
